
The Service of Morning Prayer 
 For Tuesday of the week of the Last Sunday of Pentecost, 2021 
 
Officiant   You are no longer strangers and sojourners, but fellow citizens with the saints and 
members of the household of God. Ephesians 2:19 
 
Let us confess our sins against God and our neighbor.  
Officiant and People together 
Most merciful God,  
we confess that we have sinned against you  
in thought, word, and deed,  
by what we have done,  
and by what we have left undone.  
We have not loved you with our whole heart;  
we have not loved our neighbors as ourselves.  
We are truly sorry and we humbly repent.  
For the sake of your Son Jesus Christ,  
have mercy on us and forgive us;  
that we may delight in your will,  
and walk in your ways,  
to the glory of your Name. Amen.  
 
The Priest says  
Almighty God have mercy on you, forgive you all your sins through our Lord Jesus Christ, 
strengthen you in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep you in eternal life. 
Amen.  
Officiant: Lord, open our lips.  
People      And our mouth shall proclaim your praise.  
 
Officiant and People  
Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit: as  
it was in the beginning, is now, and will be for ever. Amen. 
 
Then the Officiant and People say together the Jubilate (Psalm 100) 
 

Be joyful in the Lord, all you lands; *  
   serve the Lord with gladness and come before his presence with a song.  
Know this: The Lord himself is God; *  
   he himself has made us, and we are his; we are his people and the sheep of his pasture.  
Enter his gates with thanksgiving; go into his courts with praise; *  
   give thanks to him and call upon his Name.  
For the Lord is good; his mercy is everlasting; *  
   and his faithfulness endures from age to age.  
 



The Officiant and People then say together the Psalm Appointed for the Day 
Psalm 121 
I lift up my eyes to the hills; *  
   from where is my help to come?  
My help comes from the Lord, *  
   the maker of heaven and earth.  
He will not let your foot be moved *  
   and he who watches over you will not fall asleep.  
Behold, he who keeps watch over Israel *  
   shall neither slumber nor sleep;  
The Lord himself watches over you; *  
   the Lord is your shade at your right hand,  
So that the sun shall not strike you by day, *  
   nor the moon by night.  
The Lord shall preserve you from all evil; *  
   it is he who shall keep you safe.  
The Lord shall watch over your going out and your coming in, *  
   from this time forth for evermore.      
 
Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit: *  
   as it was in the beginning, is now, and will be for ever. Amen.  
 
The Lesson 
Luke 18:31-43 
Then Jesus took the twelve aside and said to them, ‘See, we are going up to Jerusalem, and 
everything that is written about the Son of Man by the prophets will be accomplished. For he 
will be handed over to the Gentiles; and he will be mocked and insulted and spat upon. After 
they have flogged him, they will kill him, and on the third day he will rise again.’ But they 
understood nothing about all these things; in fact, what he said was hidden from them, and they 
did not grasp what was said. 
 
As he approached Jericho, a blind man was sitting by the roadside begging. When he heard a 
crowd going by, he asked what was happening. They told him, ‘Jesus of Nazareth is passing 
by.’ Then he shouted, ‘Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me!’ Those who were in front 
sternly ordered him to be quiet; but he shouted even more loudly, ‘Son of David, have mercy on 
me!’ Jesus stood still and ordered the man to be brought to him; and when he came near, he 
asked him, ‘What do you want me to do for you?’ He said, ‘Lord, let me see again.’ Jesus said 
to him, ‘Receive your sight; your faith has saved you.’ Immediately he regained his sight and 
followed him, glorifying God; and all the people, when they saw it, praised God..

The Officiant and People then say together 
Canticle 16 The Song of Zechariah  (Luke 1:68-79) 
Blessed be the Lord, the God of Israel; *  
   he has come to his people and set them free.  
He has raised up for us a mighty savior, *  
   born of the house of his servant David.  
Through his holy prophets he promised of old, that he would save us from our enemies, *  
   from the hands of all who hate us.  
He promised to show mercy to our fathers *  
   and to remember his holy covenant.  
This was the oath he swore to our father Abraham, *  
   to set us free from the hands of our enemies,  
Free to worship him without fear, *  
   holy and righteous in his sight all the days of our life.  
You, my child, shall be called the prophet of the Most High, *  
   for you will go before the Lord to prepare his way,  
To give his people knowledge of salvation *  
   by the forgiveness of their sins.  
In the tender compassion of our God *  
   the dawn from on high shall break upon us,  
To shine on those who dwell in darkness and the shadow of death, *  
   and to guide our feet into the way of peace..  
Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit: *  
   as it was in the beginning, is now, and will be for ever. Amen.. 
 
The Officiant and People together then say the Apostles’ Creed  
I believe in God, the Father almighty,  
creator of heaven and earth.  
I believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord.  
He was conceived by the power of the Holy Spirit  
and born of the Virgin Mary.  
He suffered under Pontius Pilate,  
was crucified, died, and was buried.  
He descended to the dead.  
On the third day he rose again.  
He ascended into heaven,  
and is seated at the right hand of the Father.  
He will come again to judge the living and the dead.  
I believe in the Holy Spirit,  
the holy catholic Church,  
the communion of saints,  
the forgiveness of sins,  
the resurrection of the body,  
and the life everlasting. Amen.

V. Lord, keep this nation under your care;  
R. And guide us in the way of justice and truth.  
V. Let your way be known upon earth;  
R. Your saving health among all nations.  
V. Let not the needy, O Lord, be forgotten;  
R. Nor the hope of the poor be taken away.  
V. Create in us clean hearts, O God;

The Collect of the Day

reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever. Amen. 
 
For our Congress (BCP p821) 
O God, the fountain of wisdom, whose will is good and gracious, and whose law is truth: We 
beseech thee so to guide and bless our Senators and Representatives in Congress assembled, 
that they may enact such laws as shall please thee, to the glory of thy Name and the welfare of 
this people; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. Amen. 
 
For our Election (BCP p822) 
Almighty God, to whom we must account for all our powers and privileges: Guide the people of 
the United States in the election of officials and representatives; that, by faithful administration 
and wise laws, the rights of all may be protected and our nation be enabled to fulfill your 
purposes; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 
 
A Collect for the Renewal of Life  
O God, the King eternal, whose light divides the day from the night and turns the shadow of 
death into the morning: Drive far from us all wrong desires, incline our hearts to keep your  
law, and guide our feet into the way of peace; that, having done your will with cheerfulness 
during the day, we may, when night comes, rejoice to give you thanks; through Jesus  
Christ our Lord. Amen.  
 
A Collect for Grace 
Lord God, almighty and everlasting Father, you have brought us in safety to this new day: 
Preserve us with your mighty power, that we may not fall into sin, nor be overcome by 
adversity; and in all we do, direct us to the fulfilling your purpose; through Jesus Christ our 
Lord. Amen.  
 
A Collect for Mission 
Lord Jesus Christ, you stretched out your arms of love on the hard wood of the 
cross that everyone might come within the reach of your saving embrace: So clothe 
us in your Spirit that we, reaching forth our hands in love, may bring those who do 
not know you to the knowledge and love of you; for the honor of your Name.

Almighty God, Father of all mercies,  
we your unworthy servants give you humble thanks  
for all your goodness and loving-kindness  
to us and to all whom you have made.  
We bless you for our creation, preservation,  
and all the blessings of this life;  
but above all for your immeasurable love  
in the redemption of the world by our Lord Jesus Christ;  
for the means of grace, and for the hope of glory.  
And, we pray, give us such an awareness of your mercies,  
that with truly thankful hearts we may show forth your praise,  
not only with our lips, but in our lives,  
by giving up our selves to your service,  
and by walking before you  
in holiness and righteousness all our days;  
through Jesus Christ our Lord,  
to whom, with you and the Holy Spirit,  
be honor and glory throughout all ages. Amen 
 
A Prayer of St. Chrysostom  
Almighty God, you have given us grace at this time with one accord to make our common 
supplication to you; and you have promised through your well-beloved Son that when two or 
three are gathered together in his Name you will be in the midst of them: Fulfill now, O Lord, 
our desires and petitions as may be best for us; granting us in this world knowledge of your 
truth, and in the age to come life everlasting. Amen.  
 
The Officiant says 
Please give to God your intercessions, your thanksgivings, your fears, your hopes, your loves, 
and your grief for those you see no longer, either silently or aloud.

Then the Officient says 
Let us bless the Lord.  
People Thanks be to God.  
 
The Officiant says 
The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit, 
be with us all evermore. Amen.
